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Sadako Sasaki, a Japanese girl who was diagnosed with Leukemia due to
poisoning from the atomic bomb dropped on Hiroshima, tried folding a
thousand paper cranes with a wish to get well. The story of her hope became
legend and inspired the creation of paper cranes all over Japan. Sadako
passed away before completing that number. However, in 1956, inspired
students built the 'Children's Peace Monument' with the statue of Sadako
standing on top at Hiroshima Peace Memorial Park as a call for world peace.
Today, thousands of colourful paper cranes are placed under the monument.
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
