IKEBANA

IKEBANA is a Japanese art originated back in the seventh
century. Using plants such as flowers, leaves and branches and
so on, its focus is said to be on creating nature in a container.
Some of the crucial factors are the relationship between plants,
the way of arrangement, the size and shape of a container
and where and when to place it. Unlike the Western flower
arrangement, the concepts of IKEBANA feature its asymmetrical
form and the use of an empty space. There are a number of
different schools in IKEBANA including ones that take advantage
of Western plants, but currently, the three major ones are
IKENOBO, OHARA and SOGETSU.

Japanese Ceramic Art (TOUGEI)

Ceramic Art is a handcraft that uses plastic clay to makes
shapes for specific purposes and is fired in a very hot kiln. In
Japan, the oldest product was arguably Jomon earthenware
and it developed considerably with the import of ceramic
culture from China and Korea. Some of the major Japanese
ceramic art are Seto-yaki, Bizen-yaki and Arita-yaki. The fact
that even beginners can start easily and create original things
has generated the recent boom of TOUGEI and increased the
number of students learning TOUGEI in their pastime.
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
