Japanese Language

The Japanese language writing system consists of three types
of characters, namely Hiragana, Katakana and Kanji. Kanji
originated from ancient Chinese and stands for words and parts
of words. It was created as pictures at first and developed over
time. Both Hiragana and Katakana developed from Kanji with
the former usually used together with Kanji, and the latter in
general applied for writing foreign languages such as name of
places outside Japan. As the Japanese economy has grown and
its culture has become popular abroad, many people have been
keen to learn Japanese language as their second or third foreign
language.
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JUDO

JUDO is a Japanese marshal art. Its originator is Mr.Jigoro Kano
who learnt Jujitsu from a young age and modified it to develop
JUDQO. It began when Jigoro Kano founded Kodokan in 1882.
Its main techniques are a variety of throws and groundworks.
All of these are based on dynamics. However, the most basic
concept of JUDO is "mutual prosperity for oneself and others"
to obtain proper manners and improve mentality to contribute to
society, rather than just power and techniques. With its improved
status, JUDO is now recognized as a national sport and is
Japan's favorite international sport given her numerous wins
in international tournaments. Now, there are Dojo, marshal art
training spaces, all over the world and there are approximately 5
million people doing JUDO.
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
